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What are the Consequences of having too much clutter? 
Safety Hazards 
· A cluttered house can limit mobility (causing falls) and can be hazardous to the elderly and disabled
Health Hazards 
· Excessive clutter can lead to inadequate cleaning
· Rotting food items can attract bugs and rodents, leading to health hazards
· Reduced cleaning can also worsen existing allergies and breathing problems
Fire Hazards 
· Clutter can block doorways and windows, making entering and exiting the home very difficult

·  Boxes, paper, newspapers, magazines, clothing and other items are extremely flammable and will add fuel to a fire
· Smoke detectors not in use
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
